Pingla Thana Mahavidyalaya is located at Maligram, in the south-east region of 
Paschim Medinipur has an illustrious history of continuous development since 
its very inception. The college came into existence on 19th August in the year 1965 
with sincere efforts and patronage of some distinguished educationists and well-
wishers committed to spread higher education. The dream of some 
distinguished educationist of Pingla P.S., Dist.-Paschim Medinipur, namely 
late Haripada Jana (Ex.
